Å $1.5 Billion ïSupplemental Discretionary Grants for a National Surface 
Transportation System

ï Criteria to be published within 90 days (from Feb. 17, 2009).

ï Applications due no more than 180 days after criteria published.

ï Projects selected by Feb. 17, 2010.

ï Priority given to projects that can be completed by Feb. 17, 2012.

ï Grants range from $20 million to $300 million, no state to receive more than 20% ($300 million).

ï Rail freight, port, highway, public transit, and passenger rail projects will be eligible.

Å $8 Billion ïCapital Assistance for High Speed Rail Corridors and Intercity 
Passenger Rail Service

ï Strategic Plan that describes how the Secretary will use the funding within 60 days (from Feb. 17, 
2009).

ï Interim Guidance to applicants within 120 days (from Feb .17, 2009).

ï Funds available thru Sept. 30, 2012.

ï Construction projects and corridor development programs are eligible.
